· Course level (e.g., upper level, introductory)

· Course goals (May be in click-back material instead of within the text)

· What is being changed and why?


· How was the course taught before?

· Why did you decide to redesign the course?

· How will this inquiry inform your teaching practices or the way you continue to teach this course or other courses in the future?

· If previous assignment(s) were evolved, provide an explanation of how these changes have progressed.  What did you do differently in recent semesters? Why?

· Descriptions of how these were assessed (e.g., rubric, established grading scale, pass-fail)
C. Student work

**Make sure that you obtain student consent to use their work in the portfolio**

· Data = observable measures of student performance
